WELCOME

The President, Councillor Angela Newton, welcomed delegates to the Management Board and to the AGM and Conference of the Association.  She confirmed that she was greatly looking forward to the event, particularly with the excellent attendance and large range of exhibitors.
2. NABMA AGM
The Chief Executive provided an update on Presidency, Forum and Management Board nominations as received to be considered by the AGM and Conference.  After discussion, it was

RESOLVED to note and to recognise the encouraging number of new faces and authorities expressing interest in joining the NABMA team.
The Chief Executive provided an update on issues relating to the AGM and Conference and also an outline of his presentation for the AGM.  In discussion it was agreed that 2005/2006 had been an extremely busy and productive year for the Association in which it had significantly raised the platform and brought recognition and interest from both members, non members and wider partnerships.

It was RESOLVED that a sincere vote of congratulations be extended to the President, the Chief Executive and the Oswestry Team for the significant work as undertaken in the year that had firmly relaunched NABMA as the voice of local authority markets.

3. ASSOCIATION OF PRIVATE MARKET OPERATORS
Following the previous instruction, the Chief Executive had met with representatives of APMO.  After considerable discussion it was 
RESOLVED that a further meeting should be held on a ‘without prejudice’ basis and the representatives from NABMA to include the Presidency, Chairs or Vice-Chairs of Section Committees, with the exception of Livestock. RESOLVED that the President, the immediate Past President, the President-Elect and Vice-President form the Working Group to report back to NABMA as required.
